Sessions of contributed papers: the time slot for talks is 30 minutes: 20 minutes presentation and 10 minutes for discussion. Keep strictly to this schedule! 

In case of cancelled talks or presenters that fail to appear: stick to the original schedule, so do not move other talks to an earlier time.
